The responsibilities of this position include teaching pre-professional, pre-clinical and clinical,
medical and graduate students in a multidisciplinary environment with other academic staff in
the fields of Sociology, Epidemiology, Ethics, Occupational and Environmental Health, Health
Education, Health Economics, and Biostatistics. The language of instruction at the Faculty of
Medicine is English.
