Text for advertisement 
 
Applications are invited for the position of Sociologist in the Department of Community Medicine and 
Behavioural Sciences. Candidates may apply for appointment at the rank of either Assistant or 
Associate Professor. 
 
Applicants should have a Ph.D. degree or equivalent in Sociology or Demography.  They should also 
have a first degree in Sociology or a relevant field.  In addition to these academic qualifications it is 
important that applicants should have a postgraduate record of teaching and research in areas of 
Sociology or Demography that are medically relevant. 
 
The responsibilities of this position include teaching pre-professional, pre-clinical and clinical medical 
and graduate students in a multidisciplinary environment with other academic staff in the fields of 
Psychology, Epidemiology, Ethics, Occupational and Environmental Health, Health Education, Health 
Economics, Health Policy and Management, and Biostatistics. The language of instruction at the 
Faculty of Medicine is English.

Higher levels of remuneration may apply for applicants who are board certified 
in a medical specialty. There is no income tax in Kuwait and currency is transferable without restriction.

2. A one-time furniture allowance of $11,660 to $15,000 depending on marital status.  
3. A $400 annual social allowance for each child. 
4. Fees are paid for up to 3 children attending private primary and secondary schools in Kuwait.
